 Relieve some of the pressure to contain the 9am service to an hour. 

 Give more time for people to be together in the hall for fellowship, sharing 

news and welcoming visitors. 

 Give more time to prepare for the second service, especially for musicians, 

singers and leaders of Treasure Seekers.  

 Give more time and space to those who attend, and/or have tasks at both 

services?  

 Give more time to support the Traidcraft stall? 

 Give more time for the refreshments to be partaken and cleared away?  

 Give more time to Adam and other service leaders to spend with people?      

 

15 minutes may not be a large change, but Sunday by Sunday, I would hope many of us 

may experience some of the benefits mentioned above. Like me, you may be excited by 

the prospect of having a bit more time to listen and talk to people, without having to 

keep such a keen eye on the clock.  And beginning this change on the 1st Sunday of Lent 

is very appropriate, as we enter a season of the Church year which encourages us to 

refocus our attention upon Jesus Christ. The 15 extra minutes could be a gift in which 

Jesus comes close and blesses you.

The ECHO Management group (initially made up of the Vicar, two Churchwardens, 
Steve - Finance and one Deputy Warden Betty) will be co-ordinating all ECHO 
activities. 
 
At this stage we are not sure how rooms will be arranged so for the next few 
months NO hooks, nails, screws, shelves, sticky tape or anything else on the walls 
anywhere in the ECHO Building please. If you have any suggestions of what should 
be where do please share your ideas with a member of the Management group ς 
with a sketch if needed.  
  
There is a door entry system and access codes to internal doors, these will be given

Chairs and tables have been ordered for the conference room and free standing 
shelving for the office.
